What do I do to help my child make the 
decision to follow Jesus?

What is Baptism?
Baptism is a one-time act of being put under the water and brought back up. This act
tells others in the church that you have become a Christian. It is a picture of Jesus’
death, burial, and resurrection. Baptism does not make someone a Christian. It is your
faith in Jesus that saves you. Baptism is an outward picture to others of what Jesus has
already done in your life. When you decide to get baptized, it is because you have trusted
Jesus to save you, and you are obeying His command to be baptized.

What should I do If I think my child is ready to get baptized?
